the lives of large population of forest dependent rural communities through addressing their food,
health and livelihood issues.

Currently the State Forest Research and Training Institute[SFRTI] Chhattisgarh is
formulating State Medicinal Plants Development Policy which will address multidimensional , multi
sectoral issues pertaining to this fast growing sector. | take this opportunity to invite your valuable
suggestions on following policy matters:

1. Development of the resource base: Data base containing
availability, natural distribution, identification, ecological
tolerance of medicinal plants. Identification of forest rich in
medicinal plants and formulation of their management
plans including in situ and ex situ conservation, gene
banks, medicinal plants conservation network [MPCN],
status of rare, endangered and threatened [RET]
species.

2. Development of agro technology for economically
important medicinal plants.

3. Development of sustainable harvesting techniques and
post harvest operations.

4. Involvement and empowerment of Self Help Groups [SHG]
Joint Forest Management Committees, primary minor
forest produce cooperative societies, Panchayats with
special reference to 73 rd Constitutional Amendments
[PESA], Tribal Right Act for cultivation, conservation,
processing and value addition of MAP and other NTFP.
Enlargement of employment generation opportunities and livelihood promotion.

5. Streamlining of the domestic market : Linkage between primary producers and the users.
Creation of market infrastructure like Herbal Mandi- rules and regulation required, Price
mechanism like support price fixation and tax relief; creation market intelligence and
information system.

6. Expanding opportunities in the international market : Quality control and Product
standardization, export promotion and import substitution mechanism to honor the
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international obligations in reclaim of WTO, GATT along with safeguarding the local
Communities/ trible interest. Organization and participation in national/ International Herbal
Fairs/ Expositions. Establishment of Herbal Industrial Park, Herbal Export Processing Zones
[SEZ], Overseas Business Promotion Outlets etc.

Rationalization of power and irrigation tariff for promoting cultivation of medicinal plants and
allied industries.

Development of financial and institutional Support
system : nationalization of government subsidy/
loan/ credit Support to medical plants cultivators/
development project/ industries, need for creation of
Technology Upgradation Fund, establishment of
Venture Capital fund and large scale private sector
investment/ involvement.

Nationalization of State/ National Industries Policy
for encouraging pharmaceutical industries in state
and capacity building for entrepreneurial activities,
exemption on central excise duty and other taxes,
single  window clearance, Private People
Partnership [PPP]. Nationalization of contractual
farming system to accelerate economical growth vis
a vis protecting the congenial socio-economical
fabrics of the state.

Research and Development : Prioritization of
research imperatives, application of Bio technology (BT), Information technology (IT) and
other Frontier Technology (FT) for development of short duration, high yielding, dieses
resistant MAP species, genetically modified Plants, micro propagation technology parks, Bio
Prospecting of resources, establishment of chain of high quantity planting material
nurseries, quantity control/ drug testing laboratories. Trial of exotic medicinal plant species
before their large scale plantation. Private people partnership [PPP] in R&E activities.
